PHOTOCOPIES 
Many professors assemble reading packets 

of articles to be purchased at one of the 

nearby copy shops. Bob’s Copy Shop 

seems to have a tight grip on much of the 

copy packet business, although the 

Program of Agricultural Journalism has 

their own copy business called Fast Copy, 

which also produces course materials. 

ASM Student Print is another place that 

sells course packs. If you have to buy a 

copy packet, you might have trouble if you 

expect to pay with a credit card (some of 

the copy stores near campus do not accept 

plastic), and don’t be surprised if it costs 

you $40 or more.

With all of the journal research that 

many grad students do, you will probably 

find yourself making lots of copies. The 

libraries on campus have copy machines 

that work using a copy card. These cards 

are easy to lose, so make sure you write 

your name on your card! Also, don’t add 

more money than you are willing to throw 

away.

Some campus libraries also feature 

scanner/copier machines that allow you to 

scan your material for free and then e-mail 

it to yourself as a PDF. This option is best 

suited for situations when you really don’t 

need a hard copy or have access to a 

printer that you aren’t charged to use.

Electronics
When it comes to computers and supplies, 

UW’s DoIT Tech Store and Showroom 

(1210 W. Dayton Street) and the 

University Bookstore’s Digital Outpost 

(673 State Street) are good first stops. But 

Madison has its fair share of office supply 

stores and other computer retailers 

including CompUSA (231 Junction Road), 

Dell Direct Store (66 West Towne Mall) 

and The MacShop Madison (6033 Odana 

Road).

Madison is also home to the electron-

ics big box store Best Buy with stores on 

the east and west sides of town. Two 

Madison originals, American TV, 

Appliance and Furniture and The 

Brothers Main Appliance and TV also 

offer a wide selection of electronics, and 

you can’t forget other chain stores such as 

Sears, Target, and Wal–Mart.

UW Swap Shop 
The UW Surplus With a Purpose (SWAP) 

Shop is a fun place to look for a bargain. 

The SWAP Shop recycles items from 

UW–Madison, as well as from state 

agencies located in the Madison area. 

They offer items such as computers, lab 

equipment (from centrifuges to test tubes), 

office furniture (desks, filing cabinets, 

chairs), office supplies (binders, file 

folders, staplers), home furnishings 

(couches, bicycles) and building materials 

(bricks, electrical equipment).
